Can freedom exist if privacy does not?
What liberty will you actually have if you are being watched and analyzed every second of the day?
Of course, Windows says this is only to help them "personalize" your content, and make your computer more efficient but I'm sure you know the real reason why they are doing this...
They want to collect as much data on you as possible! They want to manipulate you, censor information, and know where you stand politically.
And you might be wondering, is Apple any better? I mean, they do use "privacy" as one of their selling points.
Well, they're just as bad as Windows.
Big Tech has teamed up with Big Brother to create a digital surveillance empire. And Windows/Apple are key components to it.
Now is absolutely the time to get private.
That’s why I asked Glenn what we can do about it.
The solution to reclaiming your computer's privacy is easier than it's ever been.
He told me about a third option, an exit-door that not many people are aware of. It’s called Linux. And before your eyes glaze over… Linux is not what it used to be.
In the past, Linux was for tech-geeks, and tech-geeks only. But that has changed, and Glenn has actually partnered with Zorin (an extremely highly rated –and user friendly) version of Linux.
The best part is, it’s completely free to install. You can either load it onto your own USB or get a free USB shipped to you (just pay for the shipping and handling).
I think this is an extremely important issue, and unfortunately not enough people are away about what is truly at stake.
